Procedures and Policies 

 Because HCA must be able to staff and plan in advance, we must ask that parents pay a nonrefundable registration fee for each 
camp.  Registration fees cover all materials and supplies as well as a camp t-shirt for each camper and is in addition to camp fees..   

 We cannot prorate or refund fees if a child is ill or if he/she does not attend a camp for which he/she is registered. 

 Mini-camp fees must be paid no less than two weeks in advance of the camp. 

 HCA must meet registration quotas in order to hold each camp, so we reserve the right to cancel camp in the event that we do 
not have enough children registered.  If a camp is cancelled, the registration fees will be refunded or credited to the family 
account. 

 Campers may wear t-shirts and shorts, and they should wear sneakers with socks.  HCA dress code applies.   

 Full-day campers must bring a lunch with drink (no soda, please) each day.  Snacks will be provided. 

 Parents must sign their campers in and out each day.  Signs will be posted in the front of the school to alert you of sign-in and 
sign-out locations for each camp.  Please do not ask a camp staff member to sign a child in or out for you. 

 Campers not picked up at the end of their mini-camp will be sent to Fun in the Son for supervision, and parents will be billed $4 
per hour per child.  Parents will be charged $10 per minute if campers are picked up after 5:30p.m. 

 Good, respectful behavior is expected of all campers.  In the event of minor problems, campers will be warned, and letters will be 
sent home to parents.  In the event that undesirable behavior continues without improvement, campers will be dismissed from 
the program with no refund of fees.  Major problems (fighting, cursing, etc.) may result in immediate dismissal from program with 
no refund of fees.
