6" Grade Erosion and Deposition Experiment: - 08 * AAEOI 180 3 AEAT AA
studying the weathering process of rocks and sediment formation. For this project, the class
revisited erosion and deposition. The sand activity was used to observe actual erosion and
deposition taking place. The students were instructed to build land formations, such as
mountains, valleys, and/or volcanoes. In one class, we assimilated the affects of wind being
blown on all sides. In both classes, we used water and holes in cups to demonstrate rain. What
was noticed is that even small amounts of wind made the structures weather and sand would
blow away. When it rained, the structures collapsed, some in the form of a landslide, and new
formations were seen from newly deposited sediments. In addition, the students also noticed
that certain land features, like high mountains, or trees acted as a barrier and protected the
formations behind them from eroding. We had an exciting day in science. Ms. Jackson would
like to thank the parents and students who brought supplies so that they could do the hands on
activity.
